. TRIGGERING TRAFFIC SIGNALS

N\ Many signals are triggered by electri-
cally charged wires buried under the
pavement. Look for cut lines in the
pavement. Depending on the shape,
the most sensitive spots are:
Diamonds, just inside one of the points;
Circles, about a quarter of the way in;
Rectangles, up front, in the middle.
